Sports 

 In addition to academics and extra- mural activities a plethora of activities are 

arranged outside the classroom in the picturesque campus of the college. The sole purpose of 

such activities is to boost the mental morale of girls to achieve innate courage and intrinsic 

ability to face the hurdles and oddities of life with fortitude. To keep the students physically 

agile and mentally sound, sports are introduced in the College.  

The Department of Sports also arranges Athletic Meet every year to prepare students 

for different competitions. During the session 2018-19, our sportspersons like Anamika 

Parmar , Hitakshi, Pritee and Sita Devi got  two Gold, one Silver and one Bronze in Inter 

College competition  in Weight Lifting.  

To trim the mental acumen and to equip the faculty with intellectual sharpness, the 

college publishes an International Journal under the title Vision with ISSN where articles 

from eminent scholars are invited and published. Four such magazines are already published 

and the fifth one is in process. The institute also flashes an annual publication of Dharat, 

which is a compendium of the thoughts of different teachers and students.
